Poster size should be ISO A1 (594 mm by 841 mm) and text font size should be sufficiently large to be read comfortably from a short distance.

Panel Discussions:

Proposals for Panel Discussions should be a maximum of 250 words and should include the following information:

· Title of Panel

· Description of content

· Duration of Panel

· Target audience

· Value and impact of the panel for delegates

Panel discussion will typically last a session (about 1.5 hours).  

The deadline for submission of proposals is Wednesday 28 February 2007.

· Value and impact of the workshop for delegates

· Technical or special requirements for running the workshop.

Workshops may be up to half a day in duration.  

Conference organisers particularly welcome proposals for developmental workshops – for training library personnel new to performance measurement and evaluation.
